Withdrawal &  
Refund Guidelines
•	 Refund requests must be made in writing to 

be eligible for a refund.
•	 If a request is made after the program has 

already begun (with the exception of program 
satisfaction), no refunds will be issued.

•	 No refunds will be issued for any program fee 
of $10 or less.

Adult Leagues
No refunds will be issued to athletic teams, for 
league play or tournament play, if the request 
is made after schedules have been completed.
